The Cadet programme is divided into 3 different
levels:

e Junior Cadets: for boys aged 6-8

e REPB (Recruit, Explorer, Pathfinder, Builder) Program:
for boys aged 9-12

e (Guild Tralls: for boys aged 12+

Each level is designed to meet the spiritual, social,

physical and emotional needs of boys. Boys learn how
to apply the teaching of the Bible to their own lives and
discover answers for the challenges facing them today.

The Goal of Cadeting

Luke 2:52 states that “Jesus grew in wisdom and stature,
and in favour with God and men.” The goal of Cadets,
based upon that verse, is to help boys to grow spiritually
in all areas of life (devotional, mental, physical, and social)
by providing Christian men with a uniquely designed
structure, program, and materials so that they can mentor
boys effectively.

What is GEMS"?

The name GEMS stands for Girls Everywhere Meeting the
Saviour. This name represents both the mission and vision
of GEMS Girls’ Clubs.

9-15, with some groups also including a programme
called Busy Bees for girls ages 6-8.

At GEMS the girls learn about God by participating in
the following activities:

for example, visiting nursing homes

e Badge work

e (Qutings such as swimming, walks and other
recreational activities

e Club and/or state camps

The GEMS programme is divided into 3 different
levels:

¢ Busy Bees (Awareness); for girls aged 6-8
e Discovery level: for girls aged 9-13

e Advanced level: for girls aged 13-15

Each level is designed to meet the spiritual, social,
physical and emotional needs of girls. Girls learn how
to apply the teaching of the Bible to their own lives and
discover answers for the challenges facing them today.

GEMS Verse

The Bible is central to the GEMS programme. At each
meeting the girls are asked ‘What does the Lord require of
us?’ All girls respond with the answer To act justly, to love
kindness and to walk humbly with our God.” (Micah 6:8).

The mission of GEMS is to help bring girls into a living,
dynamic relationship with Jesus Christ. The vision

of GEMS is to see girls actively and enthusiastically
expressing love for God and others by equipping and
encouraging them to live out their faith.

What is Cadets

Cadets is a Christian organisation, run by volunteers, with
a programme that is created especially for school aged
boys from ages 9-14.

At Cadets we aim to teach the Cadets about God

through the following activities:

e Service activities

e  Complete badge work

e Create crafts @
e Play games

e Make new friends

e Camps and outings

Cadeting. ..
e brings Christian men to boys

— working with boys in small groups, the leader has
the ability to minister to the unique needs of each
boy and provide them with a model of Christian
manhood.

— through Bible studies and discussions, boys
discover who God is.
